The Making of an Activist
A recollection by Ruth K. Silverman
[ presented in installments]

You know what they say about the best laid plans.
Our plans were really very simple. We would ded t
big house on Long Island, make our country house ou
permanent residence, and spend winters in Florida.
After fourteen years on the island, we were read\af
change. As a working couple with no children at
home, we spent very little time in Dix Hills. Weeve,
after all this time, still strangers to the comniyni

We were strangers in Ulster County also, but it was
such a pretty area! The house was a compact two-
bedroom home on four wooded acres — very sturdily
built, and only ten years old. It was the quatifythe
construction that impressed my husband. For me it
was the kitchen — twenty-eight feet long, with aing
area at one end large enough to accommodate a full
dining room set. Best of all, it had a six-fodaisd
work center with a butcher-block countertop, and
plenty of cabinets. What more could a homemaker
ask for?

Across the road were cornfields, and beyond them,
Rondout Creek. Although it was a busy road, it did
not seem to impact on the house itself, which was
visible from the road only in the winter when tinees
were bare.
